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The Skipper’s Log: Rector’s Reflections: Renewal in creation. 

 This fall is a time our Diocese has asked 

us to observe a season of creation care—a time 

when we remember that our being given 

“dominion” over the earth and its creatures means 

being given “responsibility toward” and “care 

for” creation.  Psalm 24, for example, appointed 

for All Saints’ Day, says, “The earth is Adonai’s 

[God’s], with all that is in it, the world and those 

who live there” (Complete Jewish Bible, 1998, 

translated).  We were reminded of this at our 

Blessing of the Animals and we have been 

reminded on Sundays as we post photographs of God’s creatures in the middle 

of our “liturgical wheel” banner, and as we have worshipped with the liturgy of New Zealand and its care for 

creation. We have also been studying the Psalms, and in our Wednesday study time, we have prayed them 

and sung them and studied their place in the literature of the Bible and of the Ancient Near East. While we 

focus on the lectionary psalm for the upcoming Sunday, we have tried to focus as well on the “psalms of 

creation,” a genre of psalms that include references to nature.  

 I am particularly drawn to these psalms as they “image” the natural world and remind us of our place 

in it.  At the same time, I have been re-reading the works of naturalists like John Muir, Henry David 

Thoreau, John Hay, and Rachel Carson and studying the paintings of Roger Tory Peterson and John James 

Audubon, the photographs of Ansel Adams and the great bird drawings my son is doing. I’ve done a bit of 

nature photography myself this fall on bird walks. One of my favorite quotes by John Muir is: “Everybody 

needs beauty as well as bread, places to play in and pray in, where nature may heal and give strength to body 

and soul alike” (John Muir, The Yosemite, 1912, p. 256). 

 We live in a place of beauty and quiet with plenty of places to 

play in and pray in on Cape Cod. My son and I have discovered some 

local birding places like Bell’s Neck, Mill Creek and Forest Beach as 

well as Beech Forest and Pilgrim Heights on the Outer Cape. Even 

though we often visit the same places to see our shore bird friends 

(Great Blue Heron, the Green Heron, Willets and Greater 

Yellowlegs), we also enjoy the occasional surprise bird like the 

Black-bellied Plover or the birds at our feeders (including “Amazon,” 

a one-legged red breasted nuthatch, whom we praise for her courage 

in the face of adversity).  

 I am also reminded of how important renewing is for us and 

entering into what John Muir would call “nature’s warm heart.”  In that spirit, I have appointed a Sabbatical 

Committee to explore renewal for the parish and for me in the form of a time away for a few months in 2014 

for my family and a time of renewal for you in my absence. Read the article by the Sabbatical Team on page 

3.  I hope to spend some time in “nature’s warm heart” to be renewed for 

our ministry together. In that time of renewal, I plan to “image” the 

psalms of nature in painting and photography and to rest in “nature’s 

warm heart.”   

 Sabbath and sabbatical are terms we learn from the early stories 

of scripture and tradition. God rested, the creation story tells us, on the 

seventh day. The ancient rabbis taught that on the seventh day, God 

created tranquility, peace, serenity and rest. Wayne Mueller has written 

in his book, Sabbath: Restoring the Sacred Rhythm of Rest (Bantam 

Books, NY, 1999, p. 37), that “Sabbath implies a willingness to be 

surprised by an unexpected grace, to partake of those potent moments 
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when creation renews itself, when. . .the sacred forces of healing astonish us with the unending promise of 

love and life.”  He goes on to say “only in the soil of Sabbath tranquility can we seed the possibility of 

beginning—again and again, each time with fresh eyes, rested and refreshed, born within the completely 

gratuitous sanctuary of time” (p. 38). Most spiritual traditions celebrate some form of Sabbath practice. The 

Jewish Sabbath became important during the time of the destruction of the Temple (in 70 CE). When the 

Hebrew people were in exile, the Sabbath became their temple, their sanctuary in time and the practice of 

Sabbath was spiritual glue that held the people together.  

 You’ll be hearing more about our ideas and plans and our application for a grant for the sabbatical 

time to help the parish and me. That sense of Sabbath is called forth from scripture, tradition and covenant 

with one another. While my covenant of agreement and the diocesan policy is a sabbatical after five years in 

the current parish and ten years in ministry, we have chosen a time following six years here in order to take 

advantage of applying for a Lilly Endowment Clergy Renewal Grant. Psalm 23 reminds us that we pray to 

God, “You let me rest in fields of green grass. You lead me to streams of peaceful water, and you refresh my 

life” (The Holy Bible, Contemporary English Version, American Bible Society, 1995). We will all be blessed 

by taking time for renewal and Sabbath and be refreshed for our ministry together.  Remember this season of 

creation care, give thanks and be renewed in it and look forward in a year and a half to sabbatical time. Enjoy 

these photos from “nature’s warm heart.”

Sabbatical: A Time for Renewal 

 Sharp-eyed parishioners may have noticed on the monthly calendar an item called “Sabbatical Team” – 

what’s that about? As some of you know, Christ Church made a covenant with Mother Judith when she became 

our rector: after five years of service to the parish, she would take a sabbatical. (This timetable is also 

recommended by the diocese.) That five-year anniversary will fall in 2013. So for the past several months, a 

Sabbatical Team has been meeting with the rector to discern and plan the shape and scope of this important 

event – important for the parish as well as the rector!  

 “Sabbatical” is defined by our diocese (and most others) as ña time of intentional, focused reflection and 

renewal for the clergy person and é also for the congregation.ò It can take many forms but typically represents 

a total of about four months away from parish duties, often spent in a combination of personal retreat, time for 

reconnecting with family and loved ones, and time for exploration or travel. You won’t be surprised to learn 

that for our rector, the nascent plans are likely to encompass time in nature, the practice of visual arts, and study 

of the Psalms.  

 The scope and timing of Mother Judith’s sabbatical will be determined in part by our success in 

applying for grants that exist for the purpose of supporting clergy and parish renewal. Its design will continue to 

emerge from our planning process. We can assure you that the spiritual and pastoral functions our rector 

performs with such devotion will be handled during her absence in a way that conforms to accepted practice – 

and that we intend to tailor to our particular needs.   
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 We will keep everyone posted, and especially want to involve the congregation in this work. So we ask 

you to think about what “renewal” might mean for the people of Christ Church in 2014? What forms might it 

take?  

 A printed handout of FAQs about sabbaticals will be available to all starting this month, and we 

encourage you to bring any other questions to members of the Sabbatical Team: Deborah Aylesworth, Sandy 

Evangelous, Diana Landau, Boo and Porter Lewis, Sheila Moss-White, and Jane Romer.

SPOTLIGHT ON OUTREACH:  

Grocery Store Cards and food gifts 

On most Sundays we sell grocery store gift cards in amounts 

of $10, $25, and $50 for Stop and Shop and Shaw's. The 

person using the food card gets the full dollar amount for 

their purchases and the store gives an additional five percent to the Family Pantry of Cape Cod. This is a win-win 

for the user of the card and for the Food Pantry. The Family Pantry, located on Queen Anne Road in Harwich, helps 

families in need to get nourishing food for their family. Sometimes Mother Judith gives food cards to those she 

knows who are needy as well, so you can buy a card for yourself and give one to her occasionally to help people we 

know in need. We sell food cards following the services on Sundays.  Shelia Moss-White will sell them following 

the 8am service and Karen Butler, following the 10am service.  Look for Sheila or Karen at the big wooden table at 

coffee hour. We accept cash or checks. The checks clear slowly, so if that’s a problem for you, bring cash.                           

  Thank you for your donation to the families who really need food for life! In addition, please bring non-

perishable food to place in the food basket on Sundays or during the week. This food is also taken to the Family 

Pantry. The ñfood of the monthò for collection in November is oatmeal and canned vegetables. We bring gifts 

of food forward at the Sunday offertory as well reminding ourselves to care for the needy.  The Family Pantry is 

always looking for volunteers!

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PREPARING FOR WINTER AND EMERGENCIES:       

As we approach the winter storm season, we are reminded to check that we have 

supplies on hand in the event of a power outage or other emergency. The 

following recommendations are from the American Red Cross web page.  
 

 

To help preserve your food during a power outage, keep the following supplies 

in your home 

 One or more coolers—Inexpensive Styrofoam coolers work well.  

 Ice—surrounding your food with ice in a cooler or in the refrigerator will keep food colder for a longer  

  period of time during a prolonged power outage.  

 A digital quick-response thermometer— With these thermometers you can quickly check the internal  

  temperatures of food to ensure they are cold enough to use safely.     

Put together an emergency preparedness kit with these supplies in case of a prolonged or widespread 

 power outage or the need to evacuate. 

 Water—one gallon per person, per day (3-day supply for evacuation, 2-week supply for home)  

 Food—non-perishable, easy-to-prepare items (3-day supply for evacuation, 2-week supply for home)  

 Flashlights (Do not use candles during a power outage due to the extreme risk of fire.)  

 Battery-powered or hand-crank radio (NOAA Weather Radio, if possible)  

 Extra batteries  

 First aid kit  

 Medications (7-day supply) and required medical items  

 Multi-purpose tool  

 Sanitation and personal hygiene items  

 Copies of personal documents (medication list and pertinent medical information, deed/lease to home,  

  birth certificates, insurance policies)  

 Cell phone with chargers and perhaps battery back-up chargers 

 Family and emergency contact information  

 Extra cash (ATMs may be down) 

 If someone in your home is dependent on electric-powered, life-sustaining equipment, remember to  

  include backup power in your evacuation plan  

 Keep a non-cordless telephone in your home. It is likely to work even when the power is out.  

 Keep your car’s gas tank full. 

We have learned this once again from our brothers and sisters in New Jersey and New York. Please heed this 

 advice. Look in on your neighbors, especially if they live alone. 

In addition, know telephone numbers that may be helpful. For example,  
 Mass 2-1-1. This number, 2-1-1 is the national abbreviated dialing code for free access to health and 

human services Information and Referral. 2-1-1 is a free and easy-to-remember, universally recognizable 

number that makes a critical connection between individuals and families seeking services or volunteer 

opportunities and the appropriate community-based organizations and government agencies.

Judith was with Bev at 7PM 

and she said it meant so much to the family to have that incredible prayer support, which Judith and the family 

shared in prayer at 7PM as well that night.  

 Another way to pray for our Church family is to use the new “Prayer Box” located in the back of the 

Church. Index cards are located on the “Welcome Table” in the Parish Hall and at the Prayer Box. Simply write 

your prayer request on a card, leaving your name if you wish, and we will include those prayer requests during 

the Prayers of the People in the Wednesday morning Eucharist.  When you request prayers be said on Sundays 

during the Prayers of the People, we will keep names requested on for about a month. If you find your prayer 

request has been taken out, just request it again if you need to by calling Kerry in the Church office or emailing 

her.
